Scripture:  Luke 10: 38-42





The village is not named.  Our Scripture lesson of today only says that Jesus entered a village “and a woman named Martha received him into her house.”  Martha had a sister named Mary who was with her there.  The story about the way in which they received Jesus, as hostesses might, is one of the most exquisite in the Gospels.  Luke is the only writer who tells us about it.





You recall the way in which these two sisters reacted.  Martha was the busy hostess.  Things must be just right in her house.  The furniture was well cared for, the floors cleaned, the walk “spic-and span.”  The meal for the guest must be a “company” meal, well prepared, with plenty to variety, and tastefully served.  And this was a bit more than one person could well handle alone.  She needed Mary’s help.





But Mary seemed oblivious to these housewifely matters.
