2. Tomato, Black from Tula (Seed Savers) – 3/1


Russian heirloom described by an SSE member as "the ugliest, most delicious tomato I’ve ever grown." Rich full flavor, great for slicing. Good yields, 3-4", slightly flattened on 3-4' plants. Did well this summer at Heritage Farm even during an 8-week stretch without rain. Indeterminate, 80-85 days from transplant.

3. Tomato, Brandywine (Seeds of Change) – 3/1
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10-16 oz. Fruits. This oversized beauty is considered by many to be the finest of all tomatoes. William Woys Weaver has documented its introduction in January 1889 by Johnson & Stokes of Philadelphia. Thin-skinned variety produces better in cooler weather. Indeterminate, potato-leafed vine. (75-90 days)

4. Tomato, Brown Berry (Seed Savers) – 3/1
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The first truly brown cherry available to gardeners. Warm, earthy brown fruits are a great color addition. Excellent sweet juicy flavor, extremely heavy producer. Indeterminate, 75 days from transplant. 

5. Tomato, Cherokee Purple (Seed Savers) – 3/1
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Introduced to other SSE members by North Carolina member Craig LeHoullier in 1991, seed obtained from J. D. Green. Unique dusty rose color. Flavor rivals Brandywine, extremely sweet. Productive plants produce large crops of 12 oz. fruits. Indeterminate, 80 days from transplant.
6. Tomato, Gioia Della Mensa (Seeds from Italy – Igegnoli) – 3/1
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Indet. mid season (75-80 days). Vigorous plant is heavy producer of 8-10 ounce roundish fruit with excellent taste. Firm flesh, few seeds. For fresh eating only.
7. Tomato, Green Zebra (Seed Savers) – 3/1
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Green 1½ - 2½" fruits with various shades of yellow to yellowish-green stripes, sweet zingy flavor. Very productive plants, sure to be a best seller at farmers markets' and valuable in the restaurant trade. Introduced in 1985 by Tom Wagner of Tater Mater Seeds. Indeterminate, 75-80 days from transplant. 

8. Tomato, Nyagous (Seed Savers) – 3/1
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Great black tomato that is blemish-free! Baseball-sized fruits are borne in clusters of up to six fruits, very productive. Excellent full flavor, one of our all-time favorites. Great for markets. Introduced through SSE by Glenn Drowns in 1997. Indeterminate, 80 days from transplant.
9. Tomato, Palla Di Fuoco (Seeds from Italy – Igegnoli) – 3/1
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Indeterminate. Produces deep red fruit weighing 13-14 ounces. Very good producer. I picked this tomato up on a customers recommendation; he said it was one of the best tasting tomatoes he had every eaten in Italy.
10. Tomato, Peacevine (Seeds of Change) – 3/1

Highest Vitamin C cherry tomato we've found. Uniquely high in gamma-amino butyric acid, a body sedative that calms jitters. Tresses continuously grow many delicious red (occasionally yellow) fruits. Sow seed in flats indoors and plant out in garden in 6-8 weeks when all danger of frost has passed. Plant in rows 24-36 inches apart. Needs trellising. Harvesting tips. Pick individual fruits as they ripen. When frost threatens, entire plant can be lifted, including roots, and hung upside down indoors to ripen remaining fruits.

11. Tomato, San Marzano (Seeds from Italy – Franchi) – 3/1;
12. Tomato, San Marzano "Redorta" (Seeds from Italy – Franchi) – 3/1
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Very Large (10-12 ounze San Marzano type plum). Indeterminate. 80 or so days. Large vigorous plant. For the perfect sauce or can.
13. Tomato, Soldacki (Seed Savers) – 3/1
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Polish heirloom, brought to Cleveland, Ohio around 1900, given to SSE member Carolyn Male by a co-worker. Potato-leaf plants, large fruits, dense and meaty. Pinkish-red flat globes up to one pound. Sweet outstanding flavor. Indeterminate, 80 days from transplant.
14. Tomato, Stupice (Seed Savers) – 3/1;

15. Tomato, Stupice (Seeds of Change) – 3/1
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One of the four original Czechoslovakian varieties sent to the U. S. by Milan Sodomka. Potato-leaf 4' plants loaded with 2½" by 2" diameter fruits borne in clusters. Extremely early, great flavor. Heavy yields all season. Produces well in northern climates. Indeterminate, 55-70 days from transplant.
